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COOKERY CORNER

Banana Apple Cake

Ingredients

225gr (80z) self-raising flour 1 banana

125gr (4 oz) soft margarine 1 apple

75gr (3 oz) brown sugar Vanilla Essence
2 eggs

759 (30z) sultanas or raisins
Method
1.  Grease a 20.5 cm (8 inch) cake tin.

2. Beat together flour, margarine, sugar, eggs and a dash of
vanilla.

3. Fold in chopped up apple & banana with sultanas and stir in
the mixture.

4. Turn into cake tin

5.  Scatter more sugar on the top and bake at 180° C, 350° F or
gas mark 4 for about 40 minutes.

You can substitute ginger for vanilla.
Can also be eaten hot as a pudding.

The Safeguarding Coordinators
are there to ensure that the Policy is properly implemented, and to
be known as contacts for any child or vulnerable adult who wanted
to make a disclosure. Coordinators have to be CRB checked, and
to be aware of present guidelines and good practise in Safeguard-
ing.

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150TH CHURCH ANNIVERSARY

The church will be celebrating its 150th Anniversary in May
2015 and we have set up a small working group to start think-
ing about how we can celebrate this special occasion in the
life of our church. It may seem early to start thinking about
this, but it's amazing how quickly the time goes, and some
things will need a bit of planning.

The group have met a couple of times so far and we have
come up with the following ideas:-

o One day exhibition of memorabilia, old church commun-
ion vessels and crockery, old plans, class tickets etc.
and perhaps combined with an exhibition of old photo-
graphs;

o Have a competition to design a suitable logo for the an-
niversary, to be used on booklets, souvenirs etc. The
competition to be open to adults and children, with a
small entry fee to go to charity.

o Souvenir badges, mugs, pens and calendars (showing
pictures the church and activities, both past and pre-
sent);

o Booklet of memories of the church, written by past min-
isters/present and past members etc.

o Ask the Junior Church to write and draw their impres-
sions of the church and its people and activities; the
writing to be included in the booklet above and the
drawings be included in the exhibition.

o Have a day of demonstrations by the other users of the
premises (Tai Chi, Dog School, Dance Groups etc.) per-
haps finishing with a concert in the evening. The Pre
School to be asked how they would like to be involved in

the celebrations.
o Have a Victorian church service! - dressing up?

° Have special preachers—not yet decided who, or how
many Sundays.

o The last history of the church was written in 1928. We
hope to have filled in some of the history since then by
the time we reach 2015

These are just the main ideas we have come up with so far.
The working group would appreciate any comments on the
ideas (too many?, not practical? Suggestions for preachers
etc.) and any other ideas for activities and ways to celebrate.

Start looking through your cupboards and drawers for any
photographs, programmes, service sheets, etc. that you may
have hidden away. Make a note of things you remember
about your time at the Church. It may be something small
but everyone’s memories put together can build the bigger
picture.
